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In my previous paper, entitled “Pick a Card, Any Card,” I set forth
compelling statistical and circumstantial evidence of election fraud in
Warren County, Ohio. Because the order in which the candidates’ names
appear on the ballot rotates from precinct to precinct, and because the
punch code at the bottom of the punch card ballots does not identify
the precinct, it would have been easy to take a number of ballots
punched for John Kerry and move them to a different precinct where they
would be counted as votes for George W. Bush.

Other Democratic candidates on the ballot would suffer collateral
damage as the vote totals in their races would be reversed, but they
could end up with more votes than Kerry. Issue One, the constitutional
amendment prohibiting gay marriage, was not subject to ballot rotation,
so gay-friendly Democrats whose ballots were switched would be counted
as gay-friendly Republicans.

Analysis of 775 punch card ballots in Warren County Precinct 149

(MAS C WC AFS) indicates that this is exactly what happened. Kerry got
59 fewer votes than Ellen Connally, the losing Democratic candidate for
Chief Justice; and Bush got 94 more votes than Issue One, which passed
overwhelmingly. Either Bush got 60.1% of the Connally voters, and
48.8% of the gay marriage supporters, or punch cards have been shuffled
from another precinct.

In addition, there are individual ballots indicative of ballot box
stuffing. There were four ballots punched for Bush only, and six
ballots that were punched for Bush and only one other position. If
these are fraudulent ballots, then the voter signature book should
reveal an equivalent number of forgeries. Also, there were two ballots
punched for odd numbers for president. Only even numbered choices for
president were valid and available -- #2, #4, #6, #8 and #10. o0dd
numbers could not have been punched unless the punch card was outside
the voting machine. This is indicative of “undervotes” (ballots
containing no choice for president) being punched for Bush and run back
through the tabulators. 1If this was done in a hurry, odd numbers could
have been punched by mistake.

Since writing my original paper I have analyzed, ballot by ballot,
three more precincts in Warren County - Precinct 118 (CLC T NM ABM),
Precinct 128 (MAS C NEA AAY), and Precinct 155 (LEB C SEB AFY). 1In
overview: Either Bush got 53.3%, 52.7%, 62.7% of the Ellen Connally
voters, respectively, and Bush got 48.0%, 51.6%, and 53.6% of the gay
marriage supporters, respectively, or punch cards have been shuffled
from other precincts. The complete results are appended to this paper.

Each of the three precincts had one example of a ballot with an odd
number punched for president. Precincts 128 and 155 both had one
example of a ballot containing no punches for any office or ballot
issue, evidence of an imperfect attempt to stuff the ballot box.
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Precinct 155 had one ballot punched only for Bush, and Precinct 128
had four - one of them being the bright pink “header card” that should
have identified the precinct; instead, it was punched for Bush and
counted as a vote.

There were many examples of ballots punched for Republican candidates
in six contested races - President, U. S. Senate, U. S. Congress, Ohio
Chief Justice, and two Associate Justice positions - yet also punched
against Issue One (for gay marriage). If these cards were shuffled
from other precincts, then these voters were gay-friendly Democrats,
not gay-friendly Republicans, and the theft of votes from John Kerry
caused collateral damage to the entire Democratic ticket. There were
36 such ballots in Precinct 118, and 34 such ballots in Precinct 128.

There is statistical corroboration for stuffing of the ballot boxes in
Warren County. Voter turnout, calculated as the number of ballots cast
divided by the number of registered voters, was reportedly 71.76% state
wide, and 76.31% county wide. By comparison, voter turnout was 83.23%
in Precinct 118, 83.74% in Precinct 128, 83.39% in Precinct 149, and
86.52% in Precinct 155. Altogether, 54 of 157 precincts in Warren
County reported voter turnout above 80%, ranging as high as 87.08% in
Precinct 95 (HAM T M ADF), for which we have photographs of the
ballots. The complete listing of precincts with more than 80% voter
turnout is appended to this paper. The number of ballots cast in
Warren County was up by 36.23% compared to the 2000 presidential
election, the second highest percentage in the state, behind only
Delaware County with 45.06%.

There is statistical corroboration for punching of undervotes for Bush
in Warren County. For each county in Ohio, the number of uncounted
ballots can be determined by subtracting the votes counted for
president from the number of ballots cast. This would be the sum total
of “undervotes” (ballots with no choice for president) and “overvotes”
(ballots with two or more choices for president). 68 of 88 Ohio
counties utilized punch card ballots in the 2004 presidential election.
The percentage of uncounted ballots was 2.01% in all 68 punch card
counties combined, but only 1.14% in Warren County, the second lowest
percentage in the state, behind only Delaware County with 0.89%.

In Warren County, less than 0.5% uncounted ballots were reported in 26
of 157 precincts (16.6%), the second highest percentage in the state,
behind only Delaware County with 23 of 153 precincts (18.7%).

In these 26 precincts in Warren County, there were 51 uncounted ballots
out of 15,550 ballots cast (0.33%). 299 of every 300 voters made a
choice for president, and punched their cards correctly. Either that,
or the official results are not true and correct. The complete listing
of precincts with less than 0.5% uncounted ballots is appended to this
paper.

Two precincts in Warren County reported zero uncounted ballots. One
of them was Precinct 118 (CLC T NM ABM), where all 839 voters made a
choice for president and punched their cards correctly. Actually, we
know this is not true, because one card was punched for #10 and #11
for president. But there were zero undervotes. No hanging chads, no
dimpled chads, and nobody who wanted “none of the above.”
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Officially, there were 8 uncounted ballots in Precinct 128.

Examination of the ballots reveals that there was only one deliberate
undervote, an intentional choice of “none of the above” for president.
There were two ballots inserted backwards, one punched for #1, one
punched for #1 and #2, one vote for Nader, one write-in (identified by
precinct, in handwriting), and one ballot containing no punches at all.

Officially, there were 8 uncounted ballots in Precinct 149. Actually,
there were only three deliberate undervotes. There was one ballot
punched for #2, #6, #8 and #10 (every candidate except Peroutka), one
vote for Nader, one dimpled chad for Kerry, and two ballots punched for
#7 or #9 in an apparent failed attempt to manufacture votes for Bush,
who was in position #8 in this precinct.

Officially, there were 10 uncounted ballots in Precinct 155. Actually,
there were four deliberate undervotes. There were four misaligned
ballots, one ballot punched for #6 and #7 (Bush was in position #6 in
this precinct), and one ballot containing no punches at all.

If these three precincts are any indication, less than one-third (8 of
26, or 30.8%) of the uncounted ballots were undervotes. Warren County
officially reported 1097 uncounted ballots out of 95,512 ballots cast,
or 1.15%. If only 30% of these were undervotes, this would amount to
330 ballots in 157 precincts, a number so low as to give immediate
cause to examine all the ballots in Warren County.

However, as stated in my previous paper, stuffing the ballot box,
whether by punching undervotes for Bush or manufacturing votes
outright, cannot explain the large anomalies in the vote totals.

The cause for greatest concern is the fact that the punch code at the
bottom of the punch cards is the same for every precinct in Warren
County, whereas in other counties in Ohio, the punch code identifies
the precinct. This makes it possible to shuffle the punch card ballots
from precinct to precinct in order to manipulate the vote count on the
tabulator. This would explain perfectly the official county wide
results, which show Kerry with 2,427 fewer votes than Ellen Connally,
and Bush with 4,606 more votes than Issue One. And it would explain
perfectly the results of the four hand-counted precincts, where Bush
got 57.7% (486 of 842) Ellen Connally voters, and 50.2% (472 of 940)
gay marriage supporters.

I do not believe that most of the supporters of gay marriage were
secret admirers of George W. Bush. I find it more likely that some of
the punch cards, which the tabulator could not identify by precinct,
were shifted to other precincts where a vote for Kerry would be counted
as a vote for Bush.

This was a presidential election, with the leadership of the free world
at stake. Ohio was the state that decided the election. I am not a
lawyer, but it is my understanding that stacking the decks of cards in
a high-stakes game is racketeering.
